Purpose of Processing Personal Data

Personal data is collected for Turku University of Applied Sciences Ltd’s sub-
implementation of the UNICOM+ project, with the purpose of carrying out the project. The
project runs from 1 January 2025 to 31 December 2027.

Personal data is collected and processed for:

Legal Basis for Processing

Categories of Personal Data and Retention Periods

1. During project implementation (1.1.2025-31.12.2027): Name, contact details, food
allergy information (if provided), photographs (if consent given). Retained for project
duration and funder requirements.

2. Project outputs (e.g., workshop materials, interviews) retained for 10 years per funder
documentation requirements.

3. Contact list for marketing during and after the project: name and contact details.
Retained indefinitely unless deletion requested.

Regular Sources of Data

Data is primarily obtained from the participants themselves.

Recipients or Recipient Groups
Personal data is accessed by Turku UAS staff for project-related tasks.

Data may be disclosed to the funder, auditors, and inspectors for compliance and financial
management verification.

Transfers to Third Countries

Personal data is not transferred outside the EU/EEA.

Data Protection Principles

Access is restricted to authorized personnel via user IDs and permissions.



Rights of the Data Subject
